- Bones lie close in the grave but humans grow increasingly distant because love, justice and
forgiveness wither while exclusion prevails. This marks humanity’s descent into death.

- Humans give in to drugs, alcohol, gambling and flesh desires, thus taking the road to emptiness,
dependency, slavery and death; the very antipodes of life.

- The bones on our planet are dried out by greed, cheating, corruption, lying, jealousy, envy and
hatred caused by sin and estrangement from God.

- The victory and sting of death defeat those shackled by traditions and customs who reject the

openness and renewal which respect the roots and identity.



Beware of burying courage in a grave, of being an easy prey to fear, worry, skepticism and
distrust. As the hour draws close, a foggy sense of sadness and pessimism will take over, leaving
behind the distant days of joy and destroying the virtues of hope, patience and perseverance. Caution
in life is of the essence so one does not fall prey to the darkness of tombs and the shackles of
selfishness, egocentrism and self-love.

The most important question remains: Can these bones live?

Come O Sovereign Lord, prophesy to these dry bones, make them hear Your word, open our
graves and bring us up from them; breathe in us so will come to life, so we know You are the Lord,
the master of Life and the giver of abundance.
