Remember me in your kingdom

"Mary in the Life of Jesus Christ !"

Since the beginning, Jesus has always been present in the life of the Virgin Mary; likewise, Mary has
been present in the life of Jesus. Just as the old Adam and Eve have never separated, the new Adam and Eve have
never separated either, neither on earth nor in heaven.
